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Activity 1 - Think

What do you think is happening in the picture?
Who is the person in the picture?

Why are they dressed like that?

How do you think they are keeping people safe?

The painting is of somebody at a Second World War Aid

Post. These were places you could go if you needed
medical or other assistance. Many of the aid station staff
were volunteers.
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Activity 2 - Explore

The person in the picture did an important job to keep
people safe. Sometimes people find themselves needing
help or rescuing.
